Site Specification


Basic Concepts
A place to exchange preaching ideas, showcase past preaching events and display preaching material, more specifically:

1. A place to exchange ideas about preaching (Text)
2. A place to showcase past preaching activities (Pictures)
3. A repository if preaching material uploaded by Christadelphians
4. A repository of official (CALS, Office, CBM Etc) preaching material and resources uploaded by committee
5. A repository of case studies uploaded by committee
6. An intermittent intervals (interval selectable) an email to be sent out automatically from the site (to users who have not unselected this option) listing what has been added to the site and with links to view material and contribute

The site should be viewable by all internet users, but material can only be added by Christadelphians and certain areas can only be added by people specifically allocated by the site management.

The site will have comprehensive and detailed search facilities.

6. Web administrator

The call of the Gentiles in Matthew's Gospel (Part 2 of 2)

We left the first part of this study with Jesus in the region of Tyre and Sidon having just healed the demon-possessed daughter of a Canaanitish
woman. Earlier, in Matthew 15, the Lord’s rebuke of the Pharisees directed our minds to Isaiah 29. In contrast to the unfruitfulness of Israel, Isaiah
prophesied that, “Lebanon shall be turned into a fruitful field” (Isaiah 29:17). The remarkable faith of the Canaanite woman is an example of the
fruitfulness of Lebanon in contrast to the barrenness of Israel. There are also other interesting links between Isaiah 29 and the gospels, which are
outside the scope of this study.

The third of our readings for today is taken from Matthew’s record. The parable of the ten virgins will provide us with exhortation as we wait for the
‘coming of our Master to set up the Kingdom of God on this earth. As is often the case, Christ used a parable to emphasise something he had said
a little while before, so we should look first at the context. Matthew 24 is a chapter full of wamings. He warns the Jews of his own day about the
judgements to come when the Roman armies would destroy Jerusalem in AD 70, including the words of verse 28, ‘for wheresoever the carcase is,
there will the eagles be gathered together.’
